
BILLINGS COUNTY BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS 
REGULAR MEETING – DECEMBER 1, 2009 

 

The meeting was called to order at 9:00 A.M. with Commissioners Kasian Arthaud, and Thompson in 

attendance. 

 

Thompson moved to approve the minutes from the November 3, 2009 regular meeting.  Arthaud 

seconded. 

 

Others present during portions of the meeting were: Tom Turck and Sharon Small, U.S. Forest Service; 

Emergency Manager Pat Rummel; Ambulance Director Kari Klang; KLJ Engineer Craig Kubas. 

 

Election of the board Chairman and Vice Chairman for 2010 took place.  Kasian moved to nominate 

Commissioner Arthaud to the Chairman position.  Thompson seconded.  All voted aye.  Arthaud 

moved to nominate Commissioner Thompson to the Vice Chairman position. Kasian seconded.  All 

voted aye.  The board then reviewed their respective affiliate board representative positions for the 

year 2010. 

 

The board reviewed a request from the Belfield/Medora Area Salvation Army for a funding donation.  

Thompson moved to approve $750.00. Arthaud seconded.  Motion carried. 

 

Pat Rummel and Kari Klang informed the board that they obtained a grant to hire a part-time 

paramedic and pay the volunteer ambulance members on-call time. They also gave an update on the 

quotes for the purchase of the new ambulance. 

 

Tom Turck and Sharon Small with the United States Forest Service met with the board to discuss the 

designation of the Elkorn Ranch as a National Historic District. Tom wrote the proposed nomination 

for the Elkhorn Ranch designation. It is the understanding of the board that the nomination would 

impede the intent of the original purchase agreement to allow grazing and oil production on that site, 

therefore the county will continue to oppose the designation. Sharon said that if the designation goes 

through, the grazing and oil production will continue. 

 

Craig Kubas with Kadrmas, Lee, & Jackson met with the board for the monthly engineer’s report.

Discussion of employees donating sick leave to another employee took place. Arthaud moved to adopt 

the policy of allowing employees to donate accrued sick leave to another employee if the donor has 

more than 15 days accrued.  The employee has to keep a minimum of 15 days after donating time. 

Kasian seconded.  All voted aye. 

 

Arthaud moved to approve resolution number 2009-13 designating the office of Billings County 

State’s Attorney as an appointed position.  Thompson seconded.  All voted aye.

WHEREAS, the office of Billings County State's Attorney is currently an elected position, requiring 

any candidate who wishes to have his/her name on the election ballot for that position to be a qualified 

elector of Billings County, ND, and a licensed attorney in the State of North Dakota; and 

  

WHEREAS, it appears to the Billings County Board of County Commissioners that it would be in the 

best interests of the County to redesignate the Office of Billings County State's Attorney as an 

appointed position, due to a scarcity of qualified election candidates. 

  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED: 

  

1. That, pursuant to NDCC 11-10.2-02, the Office of Billings County State's Attorney is redesignated 

as an appointed position, with appointment to be made at the expiration of the term of the current 

elected State's Attorney. 

  

2. This is a preliminary resolution, which shall be published for two consecutive weeks in the Billings 

County Pioneer within 30 days hereof, and which shall be the subject of a public hearing to be 

scheduled in the near future. 

  

3.  It is anticipated that such appointment will be made on a year-to year basis, beginning January 1, 

2011, and that the position of Billings County State's Attorney will not be on the 2010 election ballot.
