
BILLINGS COUNTY BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS 
REGULAR MEETING – May 5, 2009 

 
The meeting was called to order at 9:00 A.M. with Commissioners Kasian and Thompson in 
attendance. Commissioner Arthaud was absent. 
 
Kasian moved to approve the minutes from the April 7, 2009 regular meeting, April 17 & 18 
special emergency meetings, and the April 23 special meeting.  Thompson seconded. 
 
Others present during portions of the meeting were: Steve Dorval & Ted Billadeau, Heartland 
Engineering; Ambulance Director Keri Klang; Emergency Manager Pat Rummel; Medora City 
Mayor Doug Ellison; Kadrmas Lee & Jackson Engineer Craig Kubas; State’s Attorney Jay 
Brovold; Deputy Sheriff Jason Kastrow; Sheriff Dave Jurgens; Ron Jablonski, U.S. Forest 
Service   
 
The board received and approved the following permits:

Badlands Quilters Guild submitted a raffle permit application.  Thompson moved to approve the 
application.  Kasian seconded.  All voted aye. 
 
Steve Dorval and Ted Billadeau with Heartland Engineering presented the board with the 
contracts from Martin Construction for the Blacktail Road project. Construction is expected to 
start June 1 and be completed by September 1. Martin Construction’s bid was awarded at the 
April 23rd special meeting. Thompson moved to approve the contract upon review and 
acceptance by State’s Attorney Brovold.  Kasian seconded. 
 
Medora City Mayor Doug Ellison concerning the housing for the ambulance director.  The 
commission had previously voiced that they would consider loaning the money to the city for the 
house, since the ambulance director will service both the City of Medora and Billings County. 
The city would assume ownership of the house and repay the loan to the county. Thompson 
moved to approve the loan up to $150,000 for a ten year period. Kasian seconded. Thompson 
moved to amend the 2009 general fund budget by $150,000 with money from reserves.  Kasian 
seconded. 
 
12:00 Noon – 1:00 P.M. The board recessed for lunch. 
 
Emergency Manager Pat Rummel introduced Keri Klang, the new ambulance director.  Keri 
presented the board with a list of supplies necessary to bring the ambulance up to advanced life 
support capabilities. As a paramedic, she is qualified to utilize advanced life support techniques 
if the equipment is available. Kasian moved to amend the Emergency Management budget by 
$31,255.11 to purchase the equipment, with the additional funding coming from general fund 
reserves. Thompson seconded.  
 
Ron Jablonski with the U.S. Forest Service met with the board to give them an update on the 
travel management map.  Their goal is to make sure that the grasslands are assessable to the 
public.  There has been no decision yet, but hopefully will have a draft in June. 
 
Craig Kubas with Kadrmas Lee & Jackson provided the board with the monthly engineers report.
